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CURRICULUM POLICY
At Beechwood Primary School, we have built a curriculum that excites and motivates all pupils, fostering a love of learning for life. Our RESPECT values are woven throughout all we offer our pupils, creating global citizens for the future. Students are challenged to be active learners in all lessons with real life challenges given to apply what they have learnt.
1. Rationale:
Our curriculum at Beechwood is driven by the values we believe our children need to enter the next stage of their learning. It equips them with all of the skills, knowledge and enthusiasm they need to be successful. These values have been carefully discussed, chosen and developed by all stakeholders and are the foundations in all that we do. They are known as the ‘RESPECT’ values and consist of:

· Resilience

· Enterprise

· Self-Confidence

· Pride

· Experiences

· Communication

· Team-Work

All of these values have equal importance and will help pupils to be strong, confident citizens of an ever changing and dynamic future. However, we also recognise that children will be at different stages in these values so self-reflection and evaluation are key to what we offer in our curriculum.
At Beechwood, we use the content-based objectives from the National Curriculum for all subjects with skills being developed progressively within each year group. We have adapted some programmes to support the pupils in their learning journey for certain areas of learning. Our team approach to leading subjects has been critical in developing a knowledge and skill rich curriculum that allows children to regularly revisit and apply learning from Nursery to Year 6.

2. Aims:
At Beechwood we aim to:

· provide all children with a stimulating and enriching education;
· provide all children with new opportunities;
· allow all children to access the curriculum (including G&T, EAL and SEND children)
· equip children with skills for life, through practical experiences;
· equip children with our core values to support their development and to succeed;
· make learning more meaningful, through putting it into context beyond the classroom;
· offer support for those who need to catch up or at risk of falling behind through carefully planned interventions;
· promote and embed British and SMSC values in all learning opportunities.
3. Curriculum Organisation:
Using the National Curriculum, objectives are planned for each year group so that there is appropriate distribution across each key stage. These are mapped out as provision plans and then developed in medium term plans for each term. Class teachers are responsible for timetabling and ensuring appropriate curriculum coverage, and this is monitored regularly by the Quality of Education Curriculum Strand and the Senior Leadership Team (SLT).  
Our Learning Challenge Curriculum is built around the principle of greater learner involvement in their work. It requires deep thinking and encourages learners to work using a question as the starting point. There is a pre-learning challenge planned by the teacher which launches a subject topic. This will be answered by all pupils by the end of the topic, using information and skills gained throughout the scheme of work.  Learning challenges are planned for each lesson within the topic. These are all expressed as questions and are always within the children’s immediate understanding. Children are given time to reflect on these learning challenges and answer them, applying what they have learnt to a new context. Post-learning tasks are given to pupils to ensure knowledge, skills and understanding have been embedded and to provide staff with valuable information about gaps in learning that will need to be revisited.
Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS) 
In the Nursery and Reception classes we follow the statutory Early Years 7 Areas of Learning and Development. In Nursery we focus mainly on the Prime Areas which are the building blocks of learning. In Reception, we give equal time and focus to the Prime and Specific Areas and prepare children for Year 1 and the National Curriculum. Staff follow our bespoke Medium Term Plans taken from our Progression of Skills and Learning to ensure children are being taught what they need to make them ready for the next stage in their education. All learning is play based and we involve parents as much as possible. 
Both Nursery and Reception also take part in half termly missions, focusing on the RESPECT values and teamwork.

Key Stages 1 & 2
Mission Possible explores the lives of real-life adventurers, explorers, heroes and heroines such as Sir Ranulph Fiennes and Tim Peake.  Pupils take part in missions throughout each term which are structured to give pupils the character tools and values they need to be successful in life based on RESPECT (resilience, enterprise, self-confidence, pride, experiences, communication and teamwork). Learners reflect on these values and how they have developed following each practical and mental challenge, realising their full potential and what they need to work on next time. 
All curriculum subjects are taught as discreet subjects, due to the learning behaviours and expectations varying from subject to subject. Subject Champions within the Quality of Education Curriculum Strand have collated staff views, creating a document which shows the different expectations in each subject. Children should display these when learning and it will help them differentiate between subjects and develop knowledge and skills. A variety of strategies will be used to teach the various subjects including ICT, visits, workshops in school by visiting practitioners, teacher exposition, discussion, practical work, first-hand experience and investigative open-ended activities.
Some cross-curricular links are made in maths, English, science and computing lessons and opportunities are planned for children to practise and develop their reading, writing, mathematical, scientific and computing skills in a range of challenging circumstances. To further enhance our curriculum, arts and language days are planned for every year group. Additional theme days and special event days for the whole school provide further in-depth coverage of other subjects such as RE and PSHE (anti-bullying week, Mental Health awareness week and Fairtrade assemblies).  
The Arts – A bespoke curriculum was written by our Curriculum Strand to ensure appropriate coverage of skills and knowledge is being taught. Units focus on a carefully chosen real life artist, architect, sculptor or designer to support our RESPECT values, showing children the variety of opportunities that are out there for them to explore. Lessons follow the research, plan, practice, apply and evaluate cycle to self-reflect whilst learning new skills and techniques.
Music – The teaching of music develops children’s abilities to listen to and appreciate a wide variety of music, and to make judgement about musical quality.  It encourages active participation in different forms of music making, which in turn helps children to listen and respond sensitively to each other. Music at Beechwood is taught through weekly from bespoke medium term plans based on the detailed scheme produced by Love Music Trust.  This matches the requirements of the National Curriculum and provides exciting musical opportunities for our pupils.
Humanities – Every child should fully undertake their place as a global citizen through their knowledge and understanding of the world, its history and its people. All of the programmes of study taught have a history or geography focus, alongside a local history study and local field study unit each year. Bespoke Medium Term Plans have been written and are used to support the learning challenge curriculum in order to reduce teacher workload.
Design and Technology (D.T.) – Effective teaching of Design and Technology gives children the opportunity to develop an interest in their surroundings and promotes enquiry into the human and physical world around them.  Bespoke Medium Term plans, adapted from a variety of published schemes, have been written and, where possible, link to the humanities focus.  STEM links are made with the taught themes wherever possible.
Languages – The learning of a foreign language provides a valuable educational, social and cultural experience for the pupils, equipping children to study and work in other countries.  French is therefore taught in Key Stage 2 (Y3 - Y6) following the Primary Languages Network.  This scheme provides teachers with resources, songs and games to support the teaching of French. Children also have many opportunities throughout the week to revisit some of the new vocabulary learnt through a range of activities available in the classroom.
Religious Education – Religious Education helps children develop a framework of values, attitudes and beliefs and values of other races, religions and ways of life. RE is taught in accordance with the Cheshire East RE syllabus although links with themes have been made where appropriate. 
Personal, Social and Health Education (PSHE) - PSHE is central to our school ethos and equips children with the knowledge, skills and strategies to live healthy, safe and responsible lives. Our PSHE curriculum has been developed through working with staff, pupils and parents and uses some elements of some national programmes – One Decision, My Happy Mind and No Outsiders.
4. Enhancements:
Teaching staff are encouraged to broaden the experience of the themes for the children through promotion of the outdoor curriculum, off-site visits, visitors into school and shared experiences with the wider school community, e.g. involvement with parents/carers, local, national and international schools.
Wider opportunities for music, through Singfest and Crewe Outloud, provide real-life performance experiences.

The introduction of an Enhanced Curriculum afternoon each week allows children to develop a wide range of additional skills associated with a wide range of subjects but particularly those highlighted as part of the ’creative’ curriculum.

Study support is an important part of children’s experience of the full curriculum and opportunities are provided across both key stages for additional out-of-hours time to be spent developing additional skills through clubs run by school staff and external providers.

5. Resources:
We value experiences and people as resources and use them as frequently as possible. Further resources are in the Curriculum ‘shed’ and storage cupboards in the hall (musical instruments).  The Curriculum Champions are responsible for monitoring the use of resources, and arranging for replacements to be made, following the general school ordering procedures. Staff are asked to inform the team if any resources are damaged or need replacing, and they are also asked to submit requests to the School Business Manager (SBM) or headteacher for any resources to be added to existing stock.
6. Recording Work and Feedback and Marking:
Classroom environments should reflect each year group’s curriculum themes through displays that celebrate the children’s learning as well alongside the RESPECT values.  Curriculum learning in Key Stages 1 and 2 is recorded in theme books or on Showbie with a specific learning challenge sticker identifying which subject is being taught. For some curriculum areas in Key Stage 1 it is not appropriate for individual books so a class celebration book is used instead. In Key Stage 2, work for all subjects with the exception of art and physical education will be recorded on Showbie.  The Mission Possible work linked to RESPECT values is displayed on the wall in each classroom, showing children’s self-reflection and peer evaluation linked to each value.  

Work is recorded in theme books and on Showbie in a variety of ways from annotated photographs to extended pieces of writing.  This work is marked and feedback is given in accordance with the school feedback policy. 
See Feedback policy for further clarification. 
7. Parental Engagement:
The curriculum long term plan is displayed on the school’s website enabling parents to explore what their children are learning in school at any given time. This allows parents to discuss the children’s learning outside of school. Opportunities for parents to join the children in school are made every half term to share in their learning in ‘Come and Join Us’ events. Optional homework is set, each half term, in accordance to our Mission Possible themes and curriculum units, encouraging learning at home in an engaging and exciting way. There is a half termly celebration event for parents/carers and pupils so that they can see the wide range of high-quality homework that has been produced. 
8. Assessment, Recording and Reporting:
Within the Quality of Education Curriculum Intent Strand, there are subject champions (teachers) who are responsible for the monitoring of the teaching and learning of each subject. Each term, monitoring is carried out through drop-ins, book looks, learning walks and pupil voice. 
Class teachers are responsible for assessing the children’s learning using the school’s feedback and marking, and assessment policies alongside the national curriculum learning outcomes. Evaluations are completed alongside pupil voice assessments to assess the skills taught and covered and ensure that there continues to be high level of engagement and relevance for the pupils. Clear records of the children’s attainment in terms of pupil voice are shared with the subject champion to oversee.
The RESPECT values are assessed each term using the school written progression document. Children in Early Years and Key Stage 1, who have demonstrated these values in missions or during the week, are awarded a soft toy (which links to each value) as part of our weekly celebration assembly. In Key Stage 2 each child has their own lanyard with stars that represent RESPECT and can colour in each star when they have shown that value. We aim that all children in Key Stage 2 should be able to display all RESPECT values by the end of the academic year through missions and in their general school life.

Reporting to parents is carried out through parent teacher meetings and annual reports. Subject champions are responsible for reporting on the impact of teaching and learning in their subject and annual reports are made to governors.  Strand governors for the Quality of Education Strand meet regularly with subject champions and conduct informal learning walks, book looks, drop-ins and pupil voice across the year.
9. Continued Professional Development:
The Quality of Education Curriculum Intent Strand monitor teachers’ confidence and subject knowledge in their subjects and provide CPD in identified areas as required. Bespoke or whole school support is given where teacher knowledge or pupil data is evaluated to be below what it is expected. Termly planning drop-ins are offered to all staff for each subject and coaching is given to individual staff where necessary. Staff have ownership of the personal development element of their annual appraisal and can signpost areas where additional support and CPD may be required.

Appendix 1
English

Intent

The intent of the English curriculum is:

· to provide a language rich environment that will not only support their learning across the curriculum but also enrich their lives;
· to teach pupils to become effective and competent communicators;
· to teach pupils to write clearly and accurately in order to develop the confidence and skills to write for a range of contexts, purposes and audiences;
· to teach pupils to use grammar and punctuation accurately, together with spelling and cursive handwriting;
· to improve the planning, drafting and editing of pupils’ written work;
· to develop in pupils the confidence, desire and ability to express their views and opinions both orally and in writing.
Implementation

Within Key Stage One and Key Stage Two, the 2014 National Curriculum framework is used as a starting point for creating units that cover narrative, non-fiction and poetry to provide children with a varied curriculum that includes aspects of Speaking and Listening, Reading and Writing. Teachers follow and adapt the ‘Read to Write’ scheme of work to suit the individual needs of their class.
English planning is carried out in three phases (long-term, medium term and short-term).  The 2014 National Curriculum details what is taught in the long-term.  Medium term plans are completed by the core curriculum team detailing genres and texts to be taught across the year in English and Cross Curricular English lessons. Class teachers complete a weekly (short-term) plan each week which lists the specific learning objectives, success criteria and teaching prompts for each lesson; this is completed in a format which best suits the needs of the individual teacher and thus reduces teacher workload.  Writing opportunities are planned at every stage and phase of the unit and vary in length and content.  Teachers plan different ways to inspire and engage children’s writing and motivate them using the ‘Talk for Writing’ approach (in Years 1-3) alongside the ‘Read to Write’ scheme following the four episodes of learning: Immerse, Analyse, Plan & Write.

Within each class there is a wide range of ability, therefore suitable learning opportunities are provided for all children by matching the challenge of the task to the ability of the children.  This is achieved through differentiated work for those working well below age related expectations who cannot access age related expectations. There is also differentiation for the most able children and support offered through guided group work, teaching assistant support and appropriate resources.  Children, under the guidance of the teacher or teaching assistant, who are working below age related expectations but are still able to access a significant proportion of the learning, will be provided with appropriate support and scaffolding. 
Intervention programmes are also used to provide targeted support for identified children.
Spelling, Handwriting and Phonics:

The teaching of handwriting and phonics/spelling are delivered daily in Years One to Three outside of the English lesson and differ depending on the age and stage of the children.

It is important that children are taught correct letter formation from the beginning of their time in school. At Foundation Stage One, an emphasis on developing fine motor skills and correct posture for writing is of paramount importance, ensuring these skills are mastered enables children to become confident and fluent writers. At Foundation Stage Two, children are taught to hold a pencil in the correct tripod grip and develop legible and cursive handwriting. 
In Key Stage One, children continue to develop their cursive handwriting, ensuring the correct size for ascenders and descenders is used as well as clear entry and exit strokes.
By the end of Year Three, all children should be joining correctly and displaying a neat and legible handwriting style. Once children have mastered this and can demonstrate consistent cursive handwriting through all curriculum areas, children are given a ‘Pen Licence’ enabling them to use a handwriting pen in most areas of the curriculum.  Where children have not met the handwriting expectation by the end of Year Three, additional practice and support will be given.
Proof Reading and Editing:

Most writing lessons will be followed up with an editing lesson where children receive whole class feedback about strengths and areas for development and direct teaching about to help them identify and address their own weaknesses.  Teachers will have looked at pupils’ work soon after the previous lesson and identified strengths and weaknesses, looking at both the technical accuracy of the writing; spelling errors, punctuation omissions, and other transcription mishaps as well as things to do with the sophistication of the writing; the actual content.  Where individual children have done particularly well, or not, at something, teachers will make a note and use these in the subsequent ‘feedforward’ lesson as a teaching point. 
The editing lesson will be divided into two sections:
Proofreading - changing punctuation, spelling, handwriting and grammar mistakes. 
Editing – changing or adding to their work to improve the composition
Impact

To assess the impact of the English curriculum, whole school writing assessments are carried out at the end of each term with at least four extended writing tasks being gathered from their English books with work completed independently from English and foundation subjects used to support this.

Writing is assessed against the National Curriculum 2014 objectives and the agreed non-negotiables of the preceding year groups.  
Moderation of writing assessments are carried out once per half term with in-house moderators alongside half termly moderation with phase leaders. Teachers meet to review individual examples of writing and to verify teacher judgements.  Children’s progress against end of year expectations are tracked annually. 

Appendix 2
Mathematics 

Intent

The intent of the mathematics curriculum is to:

· become fluent with key number facts (number bonds and multiplication facts);

· enjoy the challenge of mathematics and develop a positive attitude towards analysis, reflection, problem solving and systematic thinking;

· reason mathematically using correct mathematical terminology;

· co-operate and interact with others in the learning process;

· recognise the relevance of mathematics to real-life and apply their skills in a range of contexts;

· use ICT to further their skills, knowledge and understanding;

· apply basic skills to other curriculum areas;

· develop independence in their learning and challenge their thinking;

· develop deep understanding of mathematical concepts and become competent mathematicians.
Implementation 

We will follow the principles of the National Curriculum 2014 and the White Rose Schemes of Learning to deliver daily lessons which use a variety of teaching and learning styles.  Our principle aim is to develop children’s knowledge, skills, and understanding through teaching and learning which take place within a whole class setting. 

Teachers use a variety of interactive teaching methods to deliver the curriculum and achieve set learning objectives.  Whilst there is a high proportion of whole-class and group teaching, the independent activities give opportunities to talk, collaborate and peer assess, and so embed and enhance their learning.
Children in Foundation Stage, Key Stage One and Key Stage Two will be taught within their classes. Within each class there is a wide range of ability, therefore suitable learning opportunities are provided for all children by matching the challenge of the task to the ability of the children.  This is achieved through differentiated work for those working well below age related expectations who cannot access age related expectations. There is also differentiation for the most able children and support offered through guided group work, teaching assistant support and appropriate resources.  Children under the guidance of the teacher or teaching assistant, who are working below age related expectations but are still able to access a significant proportion of the learning, will be provided with appropriate support and scaffolding. 

Intervention programmes are also used to provide targeted support for identified children.
Impact

The impact and recording of achievement and coverage will be a regular and ongoing process throughout the year. Teacher assessment will be made through children’s independent class work, arithmetic assessments and, following the end of a unit, children will be given a White Rose end of unit assessment. This evidence will inform teacher judgments and more formal assessments. This will also be supported by a White Rose test at three assessment points: Autumn 2, Spring 2 and Summer 2. Years 2 and Year 6 pupils will be assessed in line with statutory guidelines. Children in Foundation Stage will be assessed using the Foundation Stage Profile. Daily teacher assessments will inform the short term planning and target setting. 
Appendix 3
Reading
Intent

The intent of the reading curriculum is:

· to foster a love of reading and encourage lifelong learning;

· to provide a language rich environment that will not only support their learning across the curriculum but also enrich their lives;

· to read a wide range of fiction and non-fiction books to help them become confident, independent, enthusiastic and reflective readers that are able to formulate responses and express opinions;

· to become effective, competent communicators and good listeners;

· to develop in pupils the confidence, desire and ability to express their views and opinions both orally and in writing;

Implementation

We will follow the principles of the National Curriculum 2014 to deliver daily lessons which use a variety of teaching and learning styles.  Our principle aim is to develop children’s knowledge, skills, and understanding through teaching and learning which take place within a whole class setting. 
Teachers use a variety of interactive teaching methods to deliver the curriculum and achieve set learning objectives.  Whilst there is a high proportion of whole-class and group teaching, independent reading activity gives an opportunity to embed and enhance their learning.  The children have the opportunity to experience a wide range of texts, and to support their work with a variety of resources.

Reading is also taught through cross curricular links and is embedded throughout every subject.

In addition to this, in the EYFS and Key Stage One, a daily phonics session is taught in small groups.

Shared Reading:

Teaching focuses on developing pupils’ competence in both word reading and comprehension (both listening and reading).  Shared reading takes place as a whole class activity with the exception of children who are working significantly below age related expectations. During a shared reading session, the children read and respond to a demanding text with teacher support.  Texts are carefully chosen to challenge children appropriately. During the first half term of each term, reading teaching is linked to either English, science or the foundation subjects. During the second half term, the focus shifts to reading breadth where high quality fairy tales, poetry and classical tales have been carefully selected for each year group to foster a love of reading and immerse the children in rich vocabulary.

Within the shared reading session, the children are provided with a forum to demonstrate what they have learned about reading and to further develop and extend their reading, vocabulary and comprehension skills.  Shared reading sessions take place at least four times each week. For those with specific comprehension difficulties that are unable to access whole class shared reading, reading interventions are delivered at least 3 times per week.

In Foundation Stage One, children take part in Phase 1 phonics activities daily in preparation for early reading. Children have at least 3 stories read to them each session and rhyme time daily. This introduces early narratives and introduces the concept of early print.

In Foundation Stage Two, children take part in a guided reading session at least once a week and at least two individual reading sessions weekly. As children progress through the year and phonics phases, they begin to participate in informal reading challenge sessions where they carry out various independent reading related activities. The children have at least 3 reading sessions a week, where we focus on a different aspect of reading, such as tricky words, character descriptions, retelling or predicting.

Within Key Stage One and Key Stage Two, the 2014 National Curriculum framework is used as a starting point for creating shared reading lessons.  These cover narrative, non-fiction and poetry texts and focus on the reading content domains. 

The underlying principles are:

· formative assessment is used to inform the teaching;

· it involves all the children in the class who can access age appropriate learning objectives;

· time allocated to each lesson is approximately 20-30 minutes;

· the four steps teaching sequence is adhered to for each session (i.e. Read, Model, Practise, Apply) 

· it is consistently and regularly delivered;

· children have access to a copy of the text being explored;

· children are taught explicit comprehension skills e.g. prediction; questioning; clarifying; which lists the specific learning objectives, success criteria and teaching prompts for each lesson;
· content is sequenced, coherent and progressive; 

· language-rich texts for vocabulary teaching are used.

In Key Stage One, pupils use ‘Reading Dogs’ to identify the reading skill being explicitly taught within the lesson. This allows the pupils to further understand the specific responses required. (i.e Inference Iggy, Rex Retriever, Predicting Pip, Sequencing Sukie and Vocabulary Victor).

Over the academic year, each class will cover a balance of narrative, non-fiction and poetry genres.  

Reading planning is carried out in three phases (long-term, medium term and short-term).  The 2014 National Curriculum details what is taught in the long-term.  Medium term plans are completed using the ‘Steps to Read’ scheme of work detailing genres and texts to be taught across the year in reading and cross-curricular reading lessons. Class teachers complete a weekly (short-term) plan each week.

Individual Reading:

Children have access to graded books in a reading scheme which supports the development of their individual reading skills.  

In Reception, children take home books that match their phonics level which builds confidence, allows the application of phonics and is within their understanding. All of the individual reading books that go home are levelled according to phonics and this carries on through to Year 1 until children have completed the Phase 5 books. In Years Two to Six, children progress onto Accelerated Reader which offers personalised individual reading levels based on half-termly STAR assessments.

Interventions are planned if a child does not make expected progress.

Children take home 1 or 2 books per week from the reading scheme to read at home.  There is an expectation that an adult will hear their child read at least 3 times during the week.  
Impact

In the Foundation Stage, the impact of the reading curriculum is assessed against the EYFS development matters statements and staff analyse the data to identify gaps and plan to close them. Observations are made throughout the indoor and outdoor provision where there are many reading opportunities for the children. At the end of Reception, FS2 children are assessed against the Early Learning Goal for Reading and this information is passed onto Year 1 colleagues.

 In Key Stage One and Two, teachers assess the impact of the reading curriculum in three phases.  The short-term assessment that teachers make as part of every lesson help them to adjust their daily plans and are matched closely to the teaching objectives.  Verbal feedback is given to help guide children’s progress.

Teachers use medium-term assessments to measure progress against school targets for each individual child and the key objectives.  This helps them plan for the next shared reading unit of work.

Long-term assessments towards the end of the school year are used to assess progress against stage related expectations. Reading is assessed through shared reading, independent reading and Accelerated Reader STAR assessments.  This information, alongside standardised reading tests and termly benchmarking (where appropriate), is used to assess not only a child’s reading age, but also their comprehension level.
Appendix 4
Science

Intent

The intent of the science curriculum is to provide a broad and balanced, age-appropriate programme which enables children to build upon their investigative skills as they consider the world around them and to engage with changing explanations about how the world works. The key aims include; scientific skills, enquiry based learning and pupil engagement (SEE).
Scientific Understanding should enable children to:

· ask relevant questions and use these to plan scientific enquiries, recognising and controlling variables where necessary;

· set up practical enquiries safely, using appropriate techniques, apparatus and materials during both fieldwork and class work;

· gather, record, classify and present data in a variety of ways, using a range of scientific equipment of increasing complexity;

· become ‘scientific thinkers’ by developing attitudes of curiosity, co-operation, perseverance, responsibility and independence;

· use the data gathered to make sense of evidence, test out hypothesis, find patterns in observations and evaluate processes and outcomes;

· use systematic and logical reasoning, solve problems and communicate their findings;

· develop understanding on how their actions affect the environment around them;

· develop the skills to work in a variety of ways including, working together in groups, independently, in partners and as a whole class;

· have an enjoyable experience of science so that they will develop a deep and lasting interest and become inspired to follow this path further.

Implementation

We recognise that children’s scientific and technological understanding differs widely within all classes and we ensure that we provide suitable learning opportunities for all children by matching the challenge of the task to the ability of the child or group. To achieve this, we will implement numerous strategies including:

· setting common tasks which are open-ended and can have a variety of responses;

· setting tasks of increasing difficulty;

· providing resources of different complexity, matched to the ability of the child or group;

· exploring the five types of enquiry question and encourage children to create their own enquiry questions as well as providing problem solving opportunities;

· completing KWL grids to monitor the impact of lessons and units taught;

· at least 40% of all lessons to include practical scientific enquiry so that investigative work is an integral part of science learning. 
Science is taught as a discrete subject on a weekly basis, from Year One to Year Six. 
Class teachers are responsible for their own class organisation and teaching style in relation to science, while at the same time ensuring these complement and reflect the overall aims and philosophy of the school.

As a basis for planning, the relevant science objectives from the National Curriculum are used. Planning is carried out in three phases – long term, medium term and short term. The long term (curriculum mapping) maps the science themes studied in each half term during the key stage whilst our medium term plans give details of each thematic unit of work in each half term and follow the key principles S.E.E. Plans are completed on an annual basis in all phases. The class teacher is responsible for short term differentiated planning and delivery of the relevant objectives according to the needs and abilities of their children. Working scientifically skills are clearly identified on medium and short term plans, as well as the progression of scientific knowledge and vocabulary for each year group.
Health and Safety

The children’s safety is paramount and therefore all risks during lessons are assessed. When working with tools, equipment and materials, all pupils are taught the appropriate health and safety procedures and understand the steps they should take to control the risks. Demonstration lessons may be appropriate for some lessons where particular risk is involved, rather than practical hands-on experience.

In all instances where there is potential risk, teachers consult Be Safe (Health and Safety in School – Science and Technology).

In some instances, this will involve the completion of a written risk assessment, prior to teaching, for approval by the Headteacher.

Impact

The impact of the science curriculum will be assessed via pupil voice, continual assessment of children’s work and close observations from the teacher.
Appendix 5 
Physical Education
Intent

The intent of the physical education curriculum spans a range of areas and can be grouped in the following ways: 
 
Physical Development 
· Develop physical competence and confidence by acquiring and developing a range of fine and gross motor skills. 
· Develop knowledge, skills and understanding, and the ability to remember, repeat and refine actions with increasing control and accuracy. 
· Promote fitness and a healthy lifestyle by understanding the effects of exercise on the body and the importance of developing strength, endurance and flexibility. 
· Appreciate the value of safe exercising. 
Social, Emotional, Moral & Cultural Development  
· Develop a love of physical exercise. 
· Develop the ability to work independently and communicate with others.
· Develop confidence in their own skills and abilities. 
· Promote an understanding of safe practice, and develop a sense of responsibility towards the safety of themselves and others. 
· Create and plan games and teach them to one another. 
· Develop a sense of fair play.  
· Develop a positive attitude to themselves and others. 
· Experience a range of differing activities and realise that physical activity does not have to be about winning a competition - doing your best is as important. 
· Be able to encourage others and give praise for their achievements so that when children perform they do not fear failure. 
· Treat the team, the opposition and referee with respect. 
· Raise self-esteem through opportunities to celebrate sporting success. 

Cognitive Development  
· Develop decision making and problem solving skills. 

· Develop reasoning skills and the ability to make judgements. 

· Develop an increasing ability to select, link and apply skills, tactics and compositional ideas. 

· Develop the ability to communicate non-verbally with the body. 

· Improve observational skills, the ability to describe and make simple judgements on their own and others’ work, and to use this knowledge and understanding to improve their own performance. 

· Understand that using the correct technique will improve accuracy and individual performance. 

· Be able to evaluate performance and act upon constructive criticism. 

Implementation
At Beechwood, we use bespoke medium term plans to ensure a balanced, progressive Physical Education Curriculum.  This covers the statutory requirements for the Physical Education National Curriculum.  Pupils in both KS1 and KS2 aim to engage in two hours of high-quality Physical Education during the course of each week and each class is timetabled so that they can access the hall for the duration of one hour per week.  
In KS1 the curriculum focuses on fundamental movement skills to develop agility, balance and coordination. Curriculum content includes ball skills and team games, gymnastic and dance activities.  

During KS2, pupils continue to apply and develop a range of skills and units of work include a range of invasion, net & wall, and fielding & striking games, gymnastics, dance, athletics and swimming. We also enrich children’s experiences through ‘Mission Possible’ and our weekly Enhanced Curriculum.  
‘Mission Possible’ is delivered to all children in Key Stage 1 and 2 by the class teacher. Each lesson is structured to give pupils the character tools and values they need to be successful in life such as resilience, communication and teamwork. Through fun and engaging ways, Mission Possible links and promotes our aims of Physical Education - Physical Development, Social, Emotional, Moral and Cultural Development and Cognitive Development. 
Swimming is taught in Key Stage 2 by qualified swimming instructors at the local pool. 
The school also offers a wide range of after school activities including:  football, netball, indoor and outdoor athletics, gymnastics, hockey, cricket, dodgeball, tennis, cheerleading and street dance. These are delivered by school staff and trained coaches.
  
Equipment and Resources: 
All resources are recorded on a Physical Education resource list and are regularly reviewed. Resources are kept in a central storage cupboard situated in the hall. Staff should retrieve the equipment needed prior to the lesson and this should be returned after each lesson. Children should not enter the PE store, unless accompanied by an adult. The Curriculum Champion is responsible for checking the resources once per half term. New resources are ordered as required. 
Resources required to teach the ‘Mission Possible’ curriculum are kept separate in the outside shed.  Children are encouraged to collect and return these resources independently. 
Non-Participation in P.E. Lessons:
Children should only miss Physical Education lessons on health grounds if this is requested by their parents or carers either by direct contact with the school or in a note to the teacher.  
Children who persistently forget their P.E. kit should be reminded of the importance of P.E. and a letter sent to their parents asking for their co-operation.  
Spare clothing in a range of sizes is available at school and kept in individual classrooms for any children who have forgotten their kit. 
Safe Practice:
All teachers should make themselves aware of the health and safety arrangements for the areas of activity that they are teaching.  The school follows ‘Safe Practice in Physical Education’ guidance provided by BAALPE.    
 
As with all physical activity, it is important that certain procedures are followed to minimise the risk of injury. Therefore, children should: 
· change into shorts, tracksuit bottoms and t-shirts prior to physical education sessions; 

· work in bare feet for all indoor and apparatus work (if a child has a verruca, they will be expected to cover this with a plaster or wear a verruca sock provided from home); 

· wear plimsolls or trainers for outdoor games, together with tracksuits if it is cold; 

· remove any jewellery prior to the session; 

· tie long hair back and remove rigid headbands; 

Staff should:

· be trained to lift and carry any apparatus sensibly into position under adult supervision. The teacher will check this before use. 
Staff teaching P.E.should: 
· be dressed appropriately, ensuring suitable footwear is worn; 

· ensure that lanyards and jewellery (except stud earrings and wedding/engagement rings) are removed before Physical Education sessions begin to ensure that safe practice is modelled to the children. 

 
School Sports Partnership (SSP): 
The school is a member of the Crewe and Nantwich School Sports Partnership (SSP) and as such has access to curricular support, competitive opportunities for pupils, opportunities to be 
inspired by sporting ambassadors, and training for staff via the partnership. 
Primary PE and Sport Premium Funding: 

The Primary PE and Sport Premium is funding designed to help primary schools improve the quality of the PE and sport activities they offer their pupils.  Schools must use the funding to make additional and sustainable improvements to the quality of PE and sport they offer.  At Beechwood, this funding is used in variety of ways to contribute to: 

· Salary of our P.E. specialist coaches; 

· Transport to sporting events across the year; 

· Membership of Crewe and Nantwich School Sports Partnership; 

· CPD for all staff who teach Physical Education; 

· Providing additional equipment so that we are able to offer a greater range of sports and activities.   

Impact

Pupils’ work is assessed through the National Curriculum with each objective specifically outlined in each unit of work. This allows teachers to compare pupils against the attainment targets and expected outcomes.  Pupils are also involved in making judgements on their own progress – suggesting how they need to improve.  Pupil’s progress is monitored by the class teacher who uses this information to identify which unit of work may require further practice. 
Appendix 6
Computing

Intent

The intent of the teaching of computing is to allow children to apply computational thinking and creativity in everyday contexts.

The teaching of computing also aims to:

· provide opportunity for children to become independent users of technology and to become digitally literate;

· ensure children appreciate the importance of computing and are equipped to use skills in a digital world;

· ensure that all children receive their entitlement in the provision of computing teaching in line with the National Curriculum;

· maintain a planned approach to the subject within the school to ensure continuity, reinforcement and progression of learning for each child, adequate challenge, support and resources are available.
Implementation

Computing is taught both as a discrete subject and in a cross-curricular way when the opportunity presents itself.  

All children will be given the opportunity to learn new skills during a discrete computing lesson in their classes using the laptop trollies and personal ipads in Key Stage Two.  These skills can then be further developed in classes through a range of different subjects and themes.

Teachers will deliver enjoyable lessons to ensure all children develop the skills that meet the requirements of the computing National Curriculum 2014 and following the bespoke medium term plans which have been adapted from a published scheme.

Safety:

Beechwood takes the children’s safety very seriously. All equipment is in good working order and teachers monitor all use of equipment.  An e-safety policy is in use and adhered to by all members of staff.  There is also an Acceptable Use policy to ensure safe use of the internet at all times.  There is an E-Safety display located at a central point in the school for all children to refer to as well as key messages displayed in each class. Members of staff will be given e-safety training and Year 5 and 6 e-safety ambassadors will be trained as the school year progresses. Together they will help to deliver key training and important messages across the school.
Impact

The impact of the computing curriculum will be assessed via pupil voice, responses to learning challenge questions, continual assessment of children’s work and close observations form the teacher.
Appendix 7
Religious Education
Intent

The intent of the RE curriculum at Beechwood Primary School is to ensure children will gain knowledge and understanding of a range of religions.  Our curriculum gives space for personal reflection, time to explore Christianity and other principal religions and worldviews, and investigate how these religions affect the fabric of personal and social life. The children will develop an understanding of the beliefs, values and traditions experienced in different cultures and develop an informed, positive attitude towards a diverse society.
Implementation

Appendix 13
PSHE

Intent

At Beechwood Primary School, we believe that our school should be an inclusive community where ALL aim high, achieve well and develop self-confidence, positive values and beliefs, a sense of community, well-being and caring attitudes towards others.  PSHE is central to this ethos and equips children with the knowledge, skills and strategies to live healthy, safe and responsible lives. Children are also taught about preparing for the world of work through learning about money and enterprise. We strongly believe that our curriculum prepares our children for the next stage of their learning and leave our school with the skills needed to participate as an active member of society. As part of ‘Sex and Relationship’ education, children understand how to be part of a healthy relationship, staying safe, puberty and conception.  
Implementation 

We plan and deliver sessions through the scheme ‘1 Decision’.  This includes keeping and staying safe, being responsible and learning to deal with feelings and emotions.  
Alongside this scheme we also use No Outsiders, a story telling approach to relationship education. All planned lessons are taught in a specific term but the order of lessons is dependent on the cohort and needs of the class at the time. Languages
Intent

At Beechwood Primary School, we teach French as the modern foreign language for Key Stage 2. The progression delivered by our French curriculum enables the children to build on prior knowledge in order to be self-assured and effective language learners. It also helps them to speak with increased fluency and confidence, improve their pronunciations and intonation when speaking and broaden their vocabulary and ability to understand new words. 
Implementation

Our Key Stage 2 French lessons are taught discreetly. Each topic starts with a recap session of previously taught vocabulary and linking to the crucial skills that form the foundation of language learning: speaking, listening, reading and writing. These sessions allow staff to see what children already know, what they are interested to learn and what misconceptions they have.
